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HUGE 19% SWING AWAY FROM THE CONSERVATIVES IN ST. IVES
St. Ivians signalled their disapproval with the treatment they are receiving from Conservative 
dominated Huntingdon District Council, as well as their discontent with the large political parties
 in the local elections last Thursday.  Thursday’s vote saw a swing of 19% away from the 
Conservative Candidate, John Davies, who received just 47% of the vote in comparison with 66% in 
2008.  The Lib Dem share of the vote dropped similarly by 21%, whilst Labour remained the same.  
The candidate who stole the march, although not victorious, was Jonathan Salt, Independent, who 
polled 36% of the votes cast.  This is a 36% swing towards an Independent candidate.
“I would like to congratulate John Davies for retaining his seat on Thursday’s election,” said Jonathan 
Salt.  “I would also like to thank all those St. Ivians who voted for me.  It is very humbling to realise 
that so many of the voters were prepared to trust me to represent them.  I would also like to thank 
my campaign team and supporters for a clean and fair campaign.  I would suggest that our District 

Council contemplates the result.  They need to rethink the scale of development of St. Ives and 
revisit their decision to withdraw vital local facilities that are so important for the residents of our 
town.  Many people are really beginning to tire of the behaviour of our political parties and are 
looking towards  greater independence of thought and representation in our politicians.”

Jonathan Salt was one of the Independents elected to St. Ives Town Council in 2008, and was also 
Independent Candidate in last year’s General Election.
